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Regional Bicycle, Pedestrian & Transit Access Plan

RFTA was awarded a FTA Section 5304 grant in 2014 to conduct a Regional Bicycle, Pedestrian & Transit
Access Plan, herein RBPTAP, for the Roaring Fork and Colorado River Valley region. Pitkin County, Eagle
County and Garfield County are providing local cash match for the grant award. The technical advisory
committee (TAC) consists of RFTA trail staff, CDOT bicycle-pedestrian staff and the three counties.

The purpose of the RBPTAP is to establish a region-wide vision with goals, objectives and a 25-year list of
projects that integrate the bicycle and pedestrian system with the overall transportation system.

The consultant team, Alta Planning and Design and Design Workshop, began work on this project in early
December 2014. To date, the team has completed the following deliverables:

e Existing conditions maps for the study area (Nov/Dec 2014)

e Extensive outreach with staff and public (Feb. 2015)

e Condensed notes/maps from the outreach listing priority community projects (March 2015)

e An opportunities/constraints memo that distills feedback on priority projects (April 2015)

e Two technical advisory committee (TAC) meetings for project guidance

e Project prioritization criteria and weightings

Alta is currently working with the technical advisory committee (TAC) on project selection criteria, cost
estimation and exploring interactive online mapping features for the final plan.

The final report is expected in early to mid-July. Online mapping elements will be available in late July.
Regional planners, including the LiveWell Garfield County Built Environment group, are eagerly awaiting
results from this regional project. RFTA feels confident that this regional plan will set up the RFTA service
region for successful funding and project implementation.

Solar Farm Renewable Energy Offset

RFTA staff is committed to advancing the authority’s environmental and financial sustainability goals by
offsetting traditional electricity consumption with local, renewable power production. At the May RFTA
Board meeting, the Board of Directors gave final approval for the purchase of 507 kW in local solar power
production at the new Clean Energy Collective (CEC) Sunnyside Solar Farm, near Carbondale. This purchase
will allow the authority to hedge against future electricity costs and save money by owning local renewable
energy production. Power generated by RFTA’s solar will offset Holy Cross Energy (HCE) utility bills;
expenditures RFTA would normally make to HCE will be used to offset annual payments on the lease
purchase agreement.

Unlike Eagle County, RFTA was not in a financial position to use its cash reserves to purchase the solar
panels outright. Therefore, staff worked diligently with Kutak Rock (Bond Counsel) and Alpine Bank through
the financing complexities necessary for RFTA’s unique financial conditions. A 2-step process will be used
for acquisition: outright purchase and lease-purchase financing.

Using its fully-refundable $195,713 deposit issued in November, RFTA proposes to pay approximately
$195,713 in cash for the purchase of an interest in the capacity of approximately 202 solar panels. For
reasons related to the federal tax credits (in place for 5 years), RFTA cannot own the panels until after 5

years from the date the panels are placed in service. Therefore, for the first 5 years RFTA will have an
interest in the solar panel capacity that results in bill credits relating to such capacity. After year 5, RFTA will
be able to acquire ownership of the panels for a de minimis amount.

Regional Travel Patterns Study
Background

The original Local and Regional Travel Patterns Study for the Colorado River and Roaring Fork River Valleys
from Parachute to Aspen was conducted in 1998. In 2004, Garfield County led the update effort; in 2014,
RFTA is taking the lead, incorporating additional information as requested by the local jurisdictions.
Purpose

The primary purpose of this project is to update the 2004 Study, which details how, why, and when
residents and tourists are moving within the Roaring Fork and Colorado River Valleys region from Parachute
to Aspen.

Status
The travel behavior component of the project has been completed, and tthe community travel profiles can
be accessed here: http://www.charlier.org/index.php?id=1,347,0,0,1,0.

The Consultant team is generating a report on the efficacy of developing a regional travel model for the
region. Data generated from the Travel Patterns Study would be used to develop trip generation rates and
other inputs.

The project should be complete by the end of June.

ACCESS AGREEMENT
Between
Roaring Fork Transportation Authority,
Evergreen Trails Inc., dba Horizon Coach Lines,
And
The Colorado Department of Transportation

This Access Agreement (this “Agreement”) is made this day of , 2015, between the
Roaring Fork Transportation Authority, a Regional Transportation Authority (“RFTA”), Evergreen Trails
Inc., a Washington Corporation, dba Horizon Coach Lines (“Horizon”), and the STATE of COLORADO,
acting by and through the Colorado Department of Transportation (“State” or “CDOT”). RFTA, Horizon
and CDOT may also be referred to herein individually as a “Party” or collectively as the “Parties”.

RECITALS

1. RFTA owns and operates 27" Street Station (aka South Glenwood Station) at 2718 South Glen
Avenue in the City of Glenwood Springs, County of Garfield, State of Colorado, 80601 and West
Glenwood Park-n-Ride at 130 Midland Avenue in the City of Glenwood Springs, County of
Garfield, State of Colorado, 80601 (hereinafter individually referred to as “Facility” or
“Premises”, or collectively as “Facilities” or “Premises”).

2. CDOT operates the Bustang Service through Horizon.

The lines of the Parties connect at the Facilities.

4. The purpose of this Agreement is to allow access to the Facilities for the purpose of picking up
and discharging Bustang passengers.

w

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

A. PURPOSE
CDOT and Horizon wish to have commercial vehicle access at the Facilities for the purpose of
engaging in transportation of passengers and luggage, and have requested access to the Facilities
to accomplish this objective.

B. LICENSE

Subject to all the terms and conditions hereof, RFTA hereby grants to CDOT a non-exclusive

license (“License”) for the right of accessing the Facilities with Horizon buses, in the areas shown

and described on Exhibit A, which is attached hereto and fully incorporated by reference herein,
solely for use as a bus pick-up and drop-off location.

1. CDOT and Horizon are prohibited from constructing any fixtures or improvements at the
Facilities.

2. This Agreement is subject to all outstanding rights, including any and all existing licenses
affecting the Facilities, whether recorded or unrecorded, and is subject to RFTA’s rights to
renew and extend the same.

3. CDOT and Horizon acknowledge that the Facilities are located on properties that are
currently used as RFTA bus terminals. CDOT and Horizon shall not interfere with RFTA’s
use and/or maintenance of the Facilities, nor interfere with the public use of the Facilities.





RFTA shall retain all other rights in and usage of the Facilities not inconsistent with the
reasonable enjoyment of this License.

4. CDOT and Horizon shall not permit any lien to be placed on the Facilities properties arising
from performance of any work or operations hereunder, and shall promptly cause any such
lien to be removed.

5. The right to use the Facilities granted hereunder is hereby contracted for and shall be granted
with respect to the Facilities in their “as is” physical conditions without any further warranty,
express or implied. This grant is subject to all other prior granted or reserved rights and
interests in the Facilities, if any, whether of record or not.

C. CDOT ACTIVITES
CDOT shall notify RFTA of the date Horizon will commence its service at the Facilities, but such

H-G. STATUS OF PARTIES
The Parties shall be solely responsible for hiring, supervising and discharging of their own

employees or contractors. RFTA shall have no responsibility for, nor authority or control gxcept [ Formatted: Highlight

as otherwise stated in paragraph € part5  with respect to, the supervision and management of






the CDOT employees, Horizon employees and other employees or contractors who work in
connection with the transportation service provided in this Agreement.

The Parties agree that the status of each Party shall be that of an independent contractor to each
other, and it is not intended, nor shall it be construed that one Party or any officer, employee,
agent or representative of that Party is an employee, partner, joint venturer or associate of any
other Party. Nothing contained in the Agreement or documents incorporated by reference herein
or otherwise, creates any partnership, joint venture or other association or relationship other than
that of independent contractor between RFTA, CDOT and Horizon. Any approval, review,
inspection, direction or instruction by RFTA or any party on behalf of RFTA shall in no way
affect any Party’s independent contractor status or obligation to perform in accordance with this
Agreement. No Party has authorization, express or implied, to bind any other Party to any
agreement, liability, or understanding except as expressly set forth in this Agreement.

+LH.INSURANCE
Horizon (“CONTRACTOR?” in this Section H.), shall procure and maintain for the duration of the
Agreement insurance as set forth below against claims, damages, losses, and expenses which may
arise from or in connection with the performance of this Agreement. Horizon will carry all
required insurance, with CDOT (“STATE” in this Section H.) and RFTA (“LOCAL AGENCY”
in this Section H.) named as additional insureds.

i. GENERAL LIABILITY: Commercial General Liability Insurance shall be written on an 1SO
form CG 00 01 occurrence form or equivalent for hazards of: (a) Operation, (b) Subcontractors
and Independent Contractors with minimum limits of $2,000,000 each occurrence and
$4,000,000 aggregate. The general aggregate coverage limits shall apply per project and shall
be evidenced on the Certificate of Insurance. Insurance shall include contractual liability
coverage sufficient to meet the requirements of this Agreement (including defense costs and
attorney’s fees assumed under the Agreement, which shall be payable in addition to the limit
of liability.).

a. The General Liability policy shall be endorsed to name the STATE, its agents, officers,
directors, officials, employees, and volunteers, and the LOCAL AGENCY, its agents,
officers, directors, officials, employees, and volunteers as additional insureds. The coverage
shall contain no special limitations on the scope of protection afforded to Additional
Insured parties.

b. Coverage shall be primary and non-contributory as respects to any insurance held by the
STATE and the LOCAL AGENCY. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the
STATE and the LOCAL AGENCY shall be excess of that insurance maintained by
CONTRACTOR.

¢. The policy shall be endorsed to waive subrogation in favor of Additional Insured parties.

ii. BUSINESS AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY: Commercial Automobile Liability insurance
covering all owned, leased and non-owned vehicles used in connection with the Scope with
minimum limits of $5,000,000 Combined Single Limit. Insurance shall include coverage for
bodily injury, death and property damage to Lease Vehicles arising out of ownership,
maintenance or use of any motorized vehicle and Contractual Liability coverage, and
contractual liability coverage sufficient to meet the requirements of this Agreement.

a. The Commercial Business Automobile policy shall be endorsed to name the STATE, its
agents, officers, directors, officials, employees, and volunteers, and the LOCAL AGENCY,
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its agents, officers, directors, officials, employees, and volunteers as Loss Payees and
Additional Insureds.( CA 20 01 10 13 or its equivalent).

b. Coverage shall be primary and non-contributory as respects to any insurance held by the
STATE and the LOCAL AGENCY. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the
STATE and the LOCAL AGENCY shall be excess of that insurance maintained by
CONTRACTOR.

¢. The policy shall be endorsed to waive subrogation in favor of Additional Insured parties.

d. The policy shall be endorsed to include Motor Carrier Act endorsement-Hazardous
Materials Cleanup (MSC-90), if applicable.

iii. WORKERS’ COMPENSATION: Worker's Compensation Insurance and Employer’s Liability
Insurance (including occupational disease) to cover statutory benefits and limits under the
Worker’s Compensation laws of any applicable jurisdiction in which the Scope is to be
performed Employers’ Liability Insurance with minimum limits of $1,000,000 Each Accident,
$1,000,000 Disease Each Employee $1,000,000 Disease Policy Limit.

a. Policy shall include a waiver of subrogation in favor of the STATE, its officers, directors,
officials, employees, and volunteers, and the LOCAL AGENCY, its officers, directors,
officials, employees, and volunteers.

iv. EXCESS/UMBRELLA LIABILITY: Commercial Umbrella/Excess Liability Insurance for
bodily injury and property damage liability must sit over CONTRACTOR’s primary
Employer’s Liability, Commercial General Liability and Commercial Automobile Liability
with minimum limits of $10,000,000 each occurrence and aggregate.

a. All coverages and terms required under the Commercial General Liability, Automobile
Liability and Employer’s Liability must be included on the Excess/Umbrella Liability
policy.

b. CONTRACTOR’s Excess/Umbrella Liability Policy shall provide liability coverage,
subject to the terms and conditions of the policy, in excess of all available underlying
coverage hefore any primary or excess coverage held by any Additional Insured.

v. COMMERCIAL CRIME: CONTRACTOR shall provide Commercial Crime coverage in the
amount of $5,000,000 covering employee dishonesty involving money, theft, disappearance,
and destruction of money and securities. The Commercial Crime policy must be endorsed to
cover Third Party Fidelity. Additionally to ensure payment to the State and RFTA, the policy
should include the STATE and LOCAL AGENCY as Loss Payees.

vi. PRIMACY OF COVERAGE: Coverage required of CONTRACTOR and any subcontractor
shall be primary over any insurance or self-insurance program carried by CONTRACTOR, the
STATE, or the LOCAL AGENCY.

Similarly,
nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to limit CDOT and Horizon’s right to determine
routes or service. Lastly, nothing herein guarantees any RFTA service to CDOT’s, Horizon’s or
RFTA’s passengers and fare holders.

. ASSIGNMENT

Other than as specifically provided herein, CDOT and Horizon agree that they will not assign or
transfer any of their rights or obligations under this Agreement, including but not limited to the
License granted herein, without first obtaining the written consent of RFTA.

K. NO THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARY

The Parties expressly agree that enforcement of the terms and conditions of this Agreement,
including but not limited to the License granted herein, and all rights of action relating to such
enforcement, shall be strictly reserved to the Parties, and nothing contained in this Agreement
shall give or allow any such claim or right of action by any other or third person on such
Agreements, including but not limited to subcontractors, subconsultants, and suppliers. The
Parties expressly intend that any person and/or entity other than the Parties that receives funding,
services or benefits under this Agreement shall be deemed to be an incidental beneficiary only.

L. LEGAL AUTHORITY

RFTA, Horizon and CDOT represent or warrant to each other that they have all necessary legal
authority to enter into this Agreement and to perform their obligations hereunder and that this
Agreement does not conflict with any other agreement that any Party is subject to or to which it
may be bound. The person signing and executing this Agreement on behalf of each Party
represents that he/she fully executes this Agreement to validly and legally bind a Party to all the
terms, performances and provisions herein set forth. The Parties shall have the right, at their
option, to either temporarily suspend or permanently terminate this Agreement, if there is a
dispute as to the legal authority of a Party or the person signing the Agreement to enter into this
Agreement. No Party shall be obligated to perform any of the provisions of this Agreement after
it has suspended or terminated this Agreement as provided in this paragraph.

M. AMENDMENTS
This Agreement may be modified or amended only by a written document duly executed by all
Parties.

N. PRIOR AMENDMENTS

The terms and provisions of this Agreement, including but not limited to the Recitals above, the
Exhibits incorporated by reference herein, and the License granted herein, represent the entire
understanding of the Parties with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement, and merge,
incorporate and supersede all prior communications between RFTA, Horizon and CDOT





concerning that subject. No representations or warranties are made by RFTA, Horizon or CDOT
except as herein set forth.

O. CONFLICT OF INTEREST

No officer, member, or employee of any Party and ho members of a governing body, and no other
public official or employee of the governing body of the locality or localities included within
RFTA, during his or her tenure or for one year thereafter, shall have any interest, direct or
indirect, in this Agreement or the proceeds thereof.

P. WAIVER AND BREACH
The waiver of any breach of a term hereof shall not be construed as a waiver of any other term, or
the same term upon subsequent breach.

Q. GOVERNING LAW

Each and every term, provision, and condition of this Agreement is subject to the provisions of
Colorado law. This Agreement is subject to such modifications as may be required by changes in
Colorado or federal law, or their implementing regulations. Any such required modification shall
automatically be incorporated into and be part of this Agreement on the effective date of such
change as if fully set forth herein.

R. SEVERABILITY

The Parties expressly agree that if any part, term, or provision of this Agreement is by the courts
held to be illegal or in conflict with any state or federal law, rule, or regulation, the validity of the
remaining portions or provisions shall not be affected, and the rights and obligations of the Parties
shall be construed and enforced as if the Agreement did not contain the particular part, term, or
provision held to be invalid.
