Project Summary 
The purpose of this project is to support the Roaring Fork Transportation Authority (RFTA) in its effort 
to maintain the CNG-related safety components at the GMF.  


Executive Summary 
Inspections were conducted and there are no significant areas of concern to report.  


Noteworthy issues include:  


• Two alarms occurred during power outages. Staff interviewed went to evacuation areas per 
the evacuation protocol. Per discussions with staff, the fire department did not stop at the 
bottom of the hill and turn off the manual natural gas valve per emergency protocol on either of 
these alarms. It is recommended to review emergency protocol with the fire department. The 
manual valve needs to be turned off when an alarm occurs and dispatches the fire 
department. Update: SGM discussed this issue with Ron Biggers of GSFD. Fire crews 
visited the site and met with staff to locate the valve at the bottom of the hill and update 
their response protocol. 


• Building maintenance staff continues to do a commendable job keeping equipment maintained 
so that CNG fueling is safe and as uninterrupted as possible. They are transitioning into using 
Trapeze reports and possibly using tablets to record information on the fly. This should 
streamline maintenance and provide better access to information. Update: the maintenance 
log had some new forms that appear to be generated from the Trapeze software. 


• Staff that was interviewed about safety protocol generally was well informed. Update: When 
interviewing the drivers they have limited knowledge of the CNG alarms, colors of 
strobe lights related to CNG (blue), and who gets called during an alarm. Many drivers 
said they are given too much information during training to remember all aspects. SGM 
recommends quarterly or semi-annual refresher trainings for CNG safety protocols for 
the drivers. SGM will contact John Filippone to discuss training options. 


• Grimes Service Co. Inc. (GSC) has subcontracted its equipment maintenance tasks to Al 
Ray’s Heating and Air, Inc. (AR). There were Grimes Inspection Reports and Al Rays Heating 
and Air inspection reports to review. One tube heater in the south wash bay needed an ignitor 
replaced. 


• Update: An outside vendor was onsite during our December 9th monthly inspection. 
One member of the crew was smoking near the building in a non-designated smoking 
area. The vendor was installing new phone towers on the roof. SGM representatives 
discussed with the vendor the explosiveness of CNG and the potential for a disaster if 
smoking occurred on the roof. SGM showed them the designated smoking area. The 
vendor affirmed that this would not happen again.  


• SGM also discussed with Dan Blankenship the possible need for a document to be 
shared with outside contractors, visitors, vendors, etc. to be used as a checklist to 
inform them of dangers of CNG and make them aware of the safety policies at the GMF 
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Facility. SGM will draft the initial document and send to Blake and/or Orlan for their 
input and approval of the checklist. 


• After reviewing the inspection log book, SGM noted that as of December 9, 2016, 
monthly inspections by RFTA staff are overdue for the following items: 


o Rooftop Fans – Latest inspection was logged in November 2016 
o Overhead Doors – Latest inspection was logged in November 2016 
o Air Compressors – Latest inspection was logged in September 2016 


• SGM also noted that on December 4, 2016, the inspection log book reflected the 
following: 


o 1 of 4 of the infrared heaters were working properly in the fueling bay. 


Unannounced Safety Inspection Summary 
Task: At least once a month, confirm safety procedures are being followed by on-site observation. 
Procedures include use of fuel bay and maintenance bays.  


Progress Report: Since the last report, fueling, vehicle maintenance, building maintenance, driver and 
administration staff on duty at the time was randomly surveyed with the questions listed in the 
‘Inspection Checklist’. In general, all staff was familiar with CNG safety protocol and was adhering to 
CNG procedures as outlined in the training manual. RFTA staff has consistently ‘passed’ inspections. 


Hearing protection is provided at the CNG fueling dispenser, but it appears that it is not used. While 
this is unrelated to CNG safety, encouraging its use would benefit staff and RFTA. 
 
Quarterly Safety Inspections 
Tasks:  


1. Review maintenance checklists and methane detector calibration record completed by RFTA 
staff and/or contractors: Confirm whether maintenance and methane detector calibration is being 
documented regularly. Yes to maintenance performed by RFTA staff.  


2. Review contractor bids and/or invoices: Verify that costs and billing are justified. No invoices 
were present this time period.  


3. Physical inspection of equipment: Confirm whether maintenance is occurring regularly and that it 
is being performed properly. Inspected equipment includes CNG-related HVAC equipment, 
overhead doors, methane detectors (visual inspection only), horns and strobes, emergency 
generator and BAS system. Spot visual inspection of equipment and maintenance records 
indicates that maintenance is being completed. Update: SGM needs log on credentials for 
the BAS system review. 


4. Functional testing of the sequence of operations: Confirm whether the sequence of operations 
for CNG safety components as listed in the Emergency Response Plan is functioning as 
intended. This test will include setting off one methane detector for the sole purpose of verifying 
sequence of operations. 


5. Run and review trend logs from BAS: Identify any irregular operations or malfunctions through 
the review of trend logs. 


Progress Report: GSC was contracted to perform quarterly service to equipment, which is now 
subcontracted to AR. RFTA Facilities Maintenance staff also performs daily, monthly and quarterly 
maintenance. RFTA staff has maintained its increased maintenance inspection interval from monthly 
to daily on several components that are critical to the CNG safety system.  
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All work appeared to be performed as required and there are no obvious signs to the contrary. RFTA 
staff maintenance logs were thorough and indicated no obvious signs of system failure. RFTA Staff 
changed the air filters and changed or adjusted belts in August on all the AHUs, MAUs and exhaust 
fans. 


 
Annual Safety Inspections 
Task: Physical test of all methane detectors: Conduct 20% and 40% test of all methane detectors.  


Progress Report: This inspection was conducted on January 8, 2016. The calibration by GSC was 
completed per manufacturer’s recommendations.

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CDOT Monthly Grant Meeting 
 
CDOT began conducting monthly conference calls with transit grantees across the State in June 
2016 to better facilitate communication regarding grant administration and regulatory 
procedures between CDOT and its grantee agencies. 
 
During the most recent call in January, Jason White discussed RFTA’s Title VI Plan at CDOT’s 
request; specifically how RFTA promotes transit access for low-income populations. Under the 
Title VI section of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, any agency receiving federal money cannot 
discriminate on the basis of color, national origin, gender, disability or age. Discrimination need 
not be intentional. It includes any decision that has an unjustified, unequal impact. 
 
Jason first directed attendees to RFTA’s website, which has links to RFTA’s Title VI Report and 
links to RFTA’s fare policies and discount pass programs. Here are a few of the incentive 
programs that RFTA has in place for low income and disadvantaged populations: 
 


• Discounted One-way Ride Program  
• Blankenbucks for eligible organizations 
• Non-profit application program for annual contributions 
• Ages 6-16 receive a $1 discount 
• 50% off discount card for Veterans and Persons with Disabilities 
• Children 5 and under, in groups fewer than nine, may ride for free 
• Seniors, 65 years and older, may show a photo ID and ride for free on any RFTA route 
• Bulk employee passes for participating Chamber employers 


 
Additionally, all RFTA passengers can save money on cash fares by purchasing stored value 
cards and seasonal zone passes ahead of time at either authorized pass sales outlets (grocery 
stores) or at ticket vending machines located at one of nine of our VelociRFTA Bus Rapid Transit 
(BRT) stations between Glenwood Springs and Aspen. RFTA passengers can also take advantage 
of no-fare, subsidized, bus routes in the City of Aspen, routes between Aspen and Snowmass 
Village, routes between Aspen and Woody Creek and on the Carbondale Circulator service 
within Carbondale town limits. 
 
RFTA also prides itself on mobility options, specifically biking and walking, to increase public 
health and reduce parking issues at our park-n-ride lots. Low-income individuals access RFTA by 
walking, bicycling, driving, carpooling or being dropped off at a bus stop.  
 
 


CDOT Bustang Ridership 
 
On the CDOT January Grant Partner call, CDOT presented CDOT Bustang ridership numbers 
(graphic below). The West Line (between Denver and Glenwood Springs) has some of the 
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highest ridership in the State, with 2016 ridership up 35% over last year. There are plans in 
2018 to extend the West Route to Grand Junction. Please access http://www.ridebustang.com 
for more information.  
 


 
 
 


VW Settlement and CO Energy Mitigation Trust Fund 
 
As mentioned in the November 2016 Planning Department Update, Volkswagen has agreed to 
settle some of the allegations that it violated the federal Clean Air Act by selling vehicles that 
emit more air pollution than the Clean Air Act allows, and by cheating on federal emission tests

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to hide the excess pollution. VW has been charged with distributing mitigation dollars back to 
the states, following a formula that calculates the allocation based on the number of vehicles 
that were registered in each county and state. There are two mitigation funding streams. 
 
First, there is a $2 billion Zero Emission Vehicle (ZEV) fund to be administered by VW. In late 
2016, VW launched their Electrify America website with information on goals for the $2 billion 
fund and a solicitation for proposals on how to invest the funds. VW’s plan is to structure the 
program in four 30-month investment cycles, and they are now accepting comments and 
proposals for the first of these cycles. The Colorado Energy Office (CEO), through the Colorado 
Electric Vehicle Coalition (CEVC), provided a consolidated submission for interested entities for 
the state of Colorado. In particular, the CEVC was looking for projects to submit that are "shovel 
ready" or in a later stage of project development as opposed to an idea for a project. This 
application was on a compressed schedule because the CEVC was reacting to a short timeline 
set forth by VW. RFTA Staff chose not to apply for this competitive funding opportunity, due to 
the constrained deadlines. 
 
Second, the Colorado Department of Public Health & Environment (CDPHE) is tasked with 
managing approximately $61 million that will be allocated to the State of Colorado. RFTA has 
been monitoring the process closely and Staff feels as though our region is more poised to seek 
funding from this smaller statewide pot of funding. RFTA, CLEER and the City of Aspen will meet 
in mid-January to sharpen the pencil once again on the feasibility of battery electric buses for 
the Valley. Due diligence will include low-mileage routes, charging infrastructure needs, capital 
bus replacement etc. This information will help RFTA build a more “shovel ready” project in 
advance of forthcoming CDPHE funding opportunities; projected to be solicited in Q3 2017. 
 
Lastly, the Colorado Energy Office (CEO) is putting together a statewide Colorado Electric 
Vehicle Future document describing the state's vision, goals, leadership, strategies and 
proposed outcomes for EVs and making the case that Colorado is a primed market for EV and 
EVSE deployment. The CEO and the CEVC will be taking comment on this document later in 
January. The City of Aspen is also working on their own EV Readiness Plan, which includes 
several stakeholders and is set to be complete sometime in 2017. 
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New BYD electric bus to be deployed by RTD on the 16th Street Mall in 2017. 
 


2016 a Big Year for Grant Projects 
 
Although federal and state grant awards compose only 5% of total revenue in the RFTA 2017 
Budget (see graphic below), these grants require significant inter-departmental collaboration 
among RFTA Staff.  
 
The Planning Department is the primary department tasked with grant strategy, application 
development and general oversight. Most of the grants that RFTA receives are usually Federal 
Transit Administration (FTA) or CDOT grants for operating revenue and capital expenditures. 
Once grant funds are awarded, the Planning Department works closely with Finance, 
Procurement, Facilities, Fleet Maintenance etc. to appoint project managers and help to ensure 
that we are fulfilling reporting requirements and minding grant expiration dates to maintain 
good standing with grantors. 
 
Year 2016 has been a very productive year for RFTA. Staff is in the final stages of closing out 13 
grant projects totaling approximately $6.6 M in grant awards. Staff is now managing 12 active 
grants; totaling approximately $16.1 M in grant awards.  
 
With an eye to the incoming administration and potentially decreased Federal transportation 
funding, especially for transit, RFTA Staff must work harder than ever to follow increasingly 
complex asset management procedures to make a case for increased funding; as well as work 
collaboratively and creatively with other state transit agencies to efficiently administrate 
limited transit dollars that are allocated to Colorado. 
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Although grant revenue composes approximately 5% of total revenue composition in the 
2017 Budget, there is a lot of inter-departmental coordination needed.

COLLECTION AGREEMENT 
Between The 


ROARING FORK TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY 
And The  


USDA, FOREST SERVICE 
WHITE RIVER NATIONAL FOREST  


 
This COLLECTION AGREEMENT is hereby entered into by and between the Roaring Fork 
Transportation Authority, hereinafter referred to as “RFTA”, and the USDA, Forest Service, 
White River National Forest, Aspen-Sopris Ranger District, hereinafter referred to as the 
“U.S. Forest Service,” under the provisions of the Cooperative Funds Act of June 30th, 1914 (16 
U.S.C. 498 as amended by Pub. L. 104-127) and as amended as well as the Department of 
Interior and Related Agencies Appropriation Act of 1992 (Challenge Cost-share), Pub. L. 102-
154 and as amended. 
 
Title: The Maroon Bells Scenic Area Cooperative Agreement.  
      
Background:  In 1977, the U.S. Forest Service was faced with deteriorating environmental 
conditions, serious traffic congestion and greatly increased visitor conflicts in the Maroon Creek 
Valley due to the amount of automobile traffic and illegal parking in the narrow valley corridor 
and at Maroon Lake. In an effort to maintain access while reducing environmental and social 
impacts to the Maroon Creek Valley, the U.S. Forest Service, in collaboration with the RFTA 
established a bus route from Aspen Highlands Ski area   up to Maroon Lake.  To ensure the bus 
system was successful in reducing the negative impacts, the Forest Service worked in 
cooperation with Pitkin County to place a partial closure on the road. The U.S. Forest Service 
staffs a Welcome Station at the entrance to the valley to allow the busses through and limit 
access by private motorized vehicles and during the busy seasons. RFTA gives a small amount 
from its bus fares to the Forest Service to help off-set the cost of staffing the entrance station. In 
the late 1990’s, the Forest Service invested over $4.5MM in reconstructing the buildings and 
parking areas in the Valley to ensure that mass transit through a bus system would be continued 
well into the future.  
 
To defray costs associated with providing the bus service to the Maroon Bells, RFTA charges a 
fee that is collected via bus ticket by agents of the Aspen Ski Company or by RFTA. A portion 
of the bus ticket amount is provided to the U.S. Forest Service under this Collection Agreement. 
The U.S. Forest Service, as an agency of the United States of America, is responsible for 
management of National Forest System (NFS) lands and therefore is responsible for the 
management, use, and stewardship of natural and cultural resources on national forests and 
grasslands. The U.S. Forest Service and RFTA share mutual interests and benefit in the same 
qualitative way from the objective of the agreement.  The Cooperative Funds Act of 1914 allows 
the U.S. Forest Service to collect contributions for forest investigation, protection, management 
and improvement work on the National Forest System (NFS) lands that is the responsibility of 
the U.S. Forest Service.  RFTA’s contributions under this agreement are made voluntarily to 
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fund management and improvement work performed by the U.S. Forest Service on National 
Forest System lands on or near the Maroon Bells, without regard for any particular outcome, 
proposal, and/or application.  
 
I. PURPOSE:  The purpose of this agreement, and incorporated Financial Plan and Plan of 


Work, is to document the voluntary contribution of funds from RFTA to the U.S. Forest 
Service to support and fund the natural resource management, recreational uses, and 
improvement work performed at the Maroon Bells which is part of and under the 
management and stewardship of the U.S. Forest Service, White River National Forest. 
 
This multi-year collection agreement is considered to be mutually beneficial to RFTA 
and to the U.S. Forest Service.  As such, the U.S. Forest Service agrees to waive 
recovery of indirect costs. 
  


II. THE ROARING FORK TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY SHALL: 
 
A. LEGAL AUTHORITY.  RFTA has the legal authority to enter into this agreement, and 


the institutional, managerial, and financial capability to ensure proper planning, 
management, and completion of the project, which includes funds sufficient to pay the 
nonfederal share of project costs, when applicable. 
 


B. Perform in accordance with the Financial Plan.  Provide bus service for the visitors to 
Maroon Valley from Aspen Highlands to the Maroon Lake area during the high use 
visitation periods and is agreed to annually at a pre-season meeting. 
 


C. Upon presentation of a Bill for Collection, deposit with the U.S. Forest Service the 
amount agreed to in the Financial Plan and in accordance with Section III, provision A. 
 


D. RFTA bus operations are determined at RFTA’s sole discretion. 
 


E. Acknowledge and understand that: (a) the U.S. Forest Service will conduct its the 
management and improvement work on U.S. Forest Service land on or near the Maroon 
Valley in an independent manner and (b) nothing in this agreement shall be construed in 
any manner as an obligation by the Government to guarantee a favorable decision to the 
RFTA or to obligate the Government to any future action.  
 


III. THE U.S. FOREST SERVICE SHALL: 
 


A. ADVANCE BILLING.  The U.S. Forest Service shall issue RFTA a Bill for Collection in 
the amount of $51,043.20 for the 2016 operating season.  
 
For subsequent billing under this Agreement, RFTA shall notify the U.S. Forest Service 
of its share of tickets sale revenue collected during the operating season. The amount 
comes from a portion of revenues generated from bus ticket sales.  RFTA will follow its 
own policies, procedures, and regulations to determine the amount of the ticket price that 
will be provide to the U.S. Forest Service. As of the date of this agreement, the amount of 
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$0.65 of each ticket sold and collected during the prior season (e.g. summer of  2017) 
will be allocated to support U.S. Forest Service next year’s operations ( e.g. summer of 
2018) at the Maroon Valley.  (Current pricing: $8.00 for adult, $6.00 for youth aged 6-16, 
$6.00 for seniors aged 65 and over, free for children under 6 years.)  This Agreement, 
Collection Agreement Financial Plan (FS-1500-18), and RFTA’s annual correspondence 
stating the amount to be remitted to the U.S. Forest Service shall be used as 
documentation for U.S. Forest Service administrative proposes to generate a Bill for 
Collection to RFTA on or before December 31st of the year the revenue is generated.   
 
The U.S. Forest Service agrees to waive recovery of indirect costs. 
 
Billing Method: A single lump sum advance bill.

B. Perform in accordance with the attached Financial Plan. See Attachment A.  


 
C. Perform in accordance with the attached Plan of Work. See Attachment B. 


 
D. Utilize funds toward management and improvement work performed by the U.S. Forest 


Service on U.S. Forest Service land on or near the Maroon Valley in accordance with the 
incorporated Attachment A – Financial Plan and Attachment B – Plan of Work.   
 


E. Provide the Maroon Creek Road and the Maroon Information (MIC) plaza and adjacent 
parking area available for the operation of the RFTA - Maroon Bells Bus Service.  This 
will include ample space for passenger drop-off/pick-up and safe turning radius for bus 
turn around and waiting area for the RFTA bus system at the Maroon Bells Interpretive 
Center. 
 


F. Assist RFTA in developing environmental education and interpretive programs about 
Forest resources, local history, and recreational opportunities at the Maroon Bells 
Recreation Area, as requested. 
 


G. Provide a staff member for RFTA Maroon Bus Driver Orientation as timing allows.

No legal 
liability on the part of RFTA for any payment may arise until funds pursuant to this 
agreement are made available by RFTA’s Board of Directors. 
 


B. RFTA’s contributions are not solicited by the U.S. Forest Service. 
 


C. This Agreement may be modified in the future by mutual consent of both parties.  See 
provision P of this section. 
 


D. The U.S. Forest Service and RFTA may mutually agree to collaborate in the review of 
draft publications, interpretive signs, manuscripts, and other printed material and 
audiovisuals prior to completion.  This agreement, in and of itself, does not authorize 
RFTA’s participation in the project. 
 


E. Parties agree to collaborate and to share information as necessary such as visitor 
comments and when significant operational or safety issues arise.  
 


F. Both parties will make themselves available at mutually agreeable times, for continuing 
consultation to discuss the conditions covered by this agreement and agree to actions 
essential to fulfill its purposes.

H. U.S. FOREST SERVICE LIABILITY TO RFTA.  The United States shall not be liable

Public access to culturally sensitive data and information of Federally-recognized Tribes 
may also be explicitly limited by P.L. 110-234, Title VIII Subtitle B §8106 (2009 Farm 
Bill). 


 
K. PARTICIPATION IN SIMILAR ACTIVITIES.  This agreement in no way restricts the 


U.S. Forest Service or RFTA from participating in similar activities with other public or 
private agencies, organizations, and individuals. 
 


L. ENDORSEMENT.  Any of the RFTA’s contributions made under this agreement do not 
by direct reference or implication convey U.S. Forest Service endorsement of RFTA’s 
products or activities and does not by direct reference or implication convey the 
Cooperator’s endorsement of the Forest Service products or activities.

S. PURCHASE OF ASSETS.  Any assets (such as equipment, property, or improvements) 
purchased by the U.S. Forest Service with the RFTA’s contributions shall become the 
property of the U.S. Forest Service. 
 


T. COMMENCEMENT/EXPIRATION DATE.  This agreement is executed effective as of 
the date of the last signature, and terminates on 12/31/2021. Thereafter, this agreement 
shall automatically renew for successive one (1) year terms unless either party provides 
notice of non-renewal within ninety (90) days prior to the end of the initial term or any 
renewal term. The expiration date is the final date for completion of all work activities 
under this agreement.
